	1.  Apologies for Absence

	2.  Chairman’s Opening Comments

The Chairman opened the meeting by wishing everybody a Happy New Year and thanking them for attending this out of sequence meeting.  He went on to explain that the reason for the meeting was to approve the accounts so that the AGM could proceed as originally planned.  The Chairman noted his disappointment that the accounts had taken so long to finalise, particularly as the AGM was later this year than before, and recorded his thanks to Mr J Simms for his considerable efforts to recover the situation which was not of his making.


	

	3.  Accounts for Year Ending 31 August 2007

The meeting reviewed the accounts prepared by Messrs Newby Castleman.  The following minor error was noted:

1. Page 1 under directors, Mr Wedgwood to be spelt correctly without an ‘e’.

With that correction, the accounts were unanimously approved by the Board.  However, a query was raised over the difference in the Corporation Tax paid compared with last year and it was felt that an explanation would be helpful in readiness for the AGM.

Decisions.  It was decided that Mr Smith should advise Messrs Newby Castleman that the accounts had been approved on 7 January 2008 and ask for guiding comments on the Corporation Tax.
